Wholly distinctive to Saint Louis University’s School of Social Work, 10 
MSW students are graduating from fully accredited, exclusive hybrid partnerships 
with other mission-focused colleges and universities across the country including 
The College of Our Lady of the Elms, a Roman Catholic school in Chicopee, 
Massachusetts; Avila University, a Roman Catholic school in Kansas City, Missouri; 
and Xavier University, a Catholic Jesuit school in Cincinnati, Ohio.  

We are delighted to celebrate today’s milestone in your lives and are so grateful to 
have shared this time and journey with you. Students like you – with outstanding 
intellectual ability, concern and care for others, and a fundamental desire to do well 
by doing good – exemplify what it means to be a Billiken.
